The Appleton - Whittell Research Ranch (ARR)



È Purchased by the Appleton family in the early 
1950s through 1960s.

È Primarily the Clark and Swinging H Ranches

È Consisted of several older homesteads 
including; Titus, Roath, Telles, Riggs,  Finley 
and Fenderson

È Managed by Bill and Posy Piper as the Elgin 
Hereford Ranch from early 1950s through the 
1960s.

È Livestock grazing ceased in 1968



È Managed by National Audubon Society

È Established in 1969 ðecological research station

È 8000 acres of private, BLM and USFS  lands

È Grassland and oak woodland in MLRA 41

È Precipitation from 17 to 18.5 inches annually

È Elevation from 4750 to 5010 feet

È Surrounded by active cattle ranches

È Good opportunities for cross fence comparisons

È In 2009 there were 43 ongoing research projects



È Research and other studies focus on 
ÁWildlife; mammals, birds, herps, fish, frogs and insects

Á Vegetation; herbarium, veg. monitoring, native 
plants/exotic plants, revegetation

Á Soils; erosion processes, soil moisture and temperature

ÁClimate; 20 precipitation stations, two complete climate 
stations

ÁWater; groundwater monitoring, spring and stream -flow 
monitoring

È Sparrow species in Arizona
Á 15 genera and 41 species, breeding and/or wintering
